Letter from the Chair

Dear Friends,

It brings me great joy to reflect on what a truly extraordinary year
2025 was for the Garden Conservancy. I'm reminded of the incredible
passion and dedication of our community, which continues to fuel
our mission to preserve, share, and celebrate America’s gardens.

This past year was marked by several significant milestones, most
notably the 30th anniversary of our signature Open Days program.
Since its inception in 1995, Open Days has welcomed some 1.5 million
visitors to nearly 5,000 gardens across the country. Our 2025 season
continued this legacy of success, featuring 347 gardens across

22 states—including 120 gardens new to the program—and inspiring
more than 32,000 garden visits. Complementing these tours, our
Digging Deeper series had one of its best years ever, with 32 exclusive,
site-specific programs that allowed participants to engage deeply with
experts in horticulture and design.

Our commitment to education and outreach expanded both on

the ground and online. Our Virtual Programs reached over

7,100 participants, exploring the ecological, social, and cultural
shifts shaping today's garden world through talks with visionary
leaders like Thomas Woltz and Walter J. Hood. We also took our
mission on the road with a successful National Speaking Tour
featuring celebrated photographer Ngoc Minh Ngo, whose global
journey through rose gardens captivated audiences at six esteemed
venues across the country.

In 2025, we awarded 27 Garden Futures Grants totaling $145,000 to

support small public gardens and nonprofit organizations making a significant impact in their communities. We were also
proud to host the national premiere of our documentary film, Earth, | Thank You: The Garden and Legacy of Anne Spencer, at the
Smithsonian’s National Museum of African American History and Culture. Furthermore, we introduced our first-ever Artist
in Residence, acclaimed painter Nancy Friese, who spent the year documenting the shifting seasons at two landmark sites
currently under restoration: Wethersfield Estate & Garden and Blithewood Garden.

As we look back on these achievements, | am filled with immense gratitude. The success of 2025 is a direct result of the hard
work of our extraordinary staff, led by James Brayton Hall; the generous dedication of our board members; and the unwavering
support of our growing membership, including 1,365 newcomers.

We simply could not do this important work without you. Thank you for your continued commitment to preserving America’s
diverse gardening traditions. | look forward to the opportunities that lie ahead as we continue this journey together.

New Board Member in 2025: Mary Read

Mary Read joined the Garden Conservancy Board of Directors in December 2025, bringing with
her a lifelong devotion to the land and the art of gardening. A fourth-generation Californian,
Read grew up in Orinda, where she and her husband, Steven, also raised their children before
moving to Lafayette twenty years ago.

Read has been an active member of the Orinda Garden Club since 1985. In 1987, she and
Steven purchased their Napa property in the Stags Leap District. Originally established in
1870 by the Parker family, the estate—now known as “Reads’ Leap”—features historic fig and
oak trees dating back over 150 years. The garden holds a place of national significance; it was
documented by the Orinda Garden Club in 2007 and officially accepted into the Smithsonian
Archives of American Gardens in 2008. The propertyis also included in the Garden Club of
America book, Gardens Private and Personal, and featured on its cover. The Reads happily share
their gardens and have hosted tours for many garden clubs around the county.

Read has a long history of community leadership, having served on the board of Catholic
Charities and for 17 years on the California Pacific Medical Center board.

After several years of service on the Garden Conservancy's West Coast Council in San Francisco, Read looks forward to
this “full circle” moment on the Board, eager to continue learning and sharing her passion for horticultural preservation
with the broader community.

P. CHAPIN NOLEN (1932-2025)

The Garden Conservancy community mourns the passing of P. Chapin Nolen, a
dedicated champion of American gardens and a distinguished leader within our
organization, who died on April 24, 2025. A man of immense professional
accomplishment and profound personal warmth, Nolen leaves an important legacy
in historic preservation.

Born in Chapel Hill, NC, and educated at Yale University and Harvard Business School,
Nolen brought a sharp strategic mind to every endeavor. Following his service as

a Captain in the U.S. Air Force Reserve, he embarked on a storied business career,
notably serving as President of Combe Incorporated for over two decades.

Nolen became a member of the Garden Conservancy in 1989, joining the Board of
Directors in 2007 where he served two consecutive three-year terms plus two
one-year terms. Upon relocating to Montecito, CA, Nolen and his wife, Cynthia,
became a formidable force for civic and horticultural good. Together, they dedicated
themselves to the preservation of California’s unique landscape heritage, working on
initiatives with Casa del Herrero and Elings Park. Nolen also served on the board

of the Santa Barbara Museum of Art. Chapin and Cynthia Nolen were key orchestrators of our Society of Fellows
Garden-Study tour of Santa Barbara in 2006 and graciously hosted the opening reception and dinner.

He acted as a vital bridge between our national mission and the garden treasures of Santa Barbara, providing steadfast
support for our partnerships with Ganna Walska Lotusland and the Santa Barbara Botanic Garden. Having served

with distinction on the Garden Conservancy Board of Directors, Nolen was named Director Emeritus in September
2015. His fellow board members remembered him not just for his governance and philanthropy, but for his belief that
“everyone was a neighbor.” He was later instrumental in the 2022 publication of the Rizzoli book, Lotusland, ensuring
that the history of that remarkable garden reached a wider audience.
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For Maureen and Mike Ruettgers, a Firm Belief
Drives a Deep Commitment to Open Days

In quiet, creative, and deeply generous ways, Maureen and Mike Ruettgers have
steadily nurtured the growth of the Garden Conservancy Open Days program.

At their home outside Boston, an Open Day overflows with antique roses, dahlias,
geraniums, and fragrant herbs. Visitors enter the old barn and walk through a
walled garden, greenhouse, orchard, and woodland. There's room for reflection,
along with hubs of activity. The Gardens at Clock Barn hosts as many as 700
people during its annual Open Day.

For Maureen Ruettgers, the beauty of an Open Day is in the way it affects people,
for the better. "Everyone seems more relaxed, because we're on common ground,”
she said. “That's really important right now.”

Maureen and Mike Ruettgers have been gardening at their Carlisle, MA, home for
45 years, and hosted their first Open Day in 2009. They have generously supported
the program, among other philanthropic work, out of a firm belief in the benefits.

Walking into a garden, “life is simpler and richer,” Maureen observes.
“Sometimes simpler is richer.”

Over three decades, Open Days has welcomed 1.5 million visitors into 4,500
gardens in 40 states. As the nation’s largest garden visiting program, it features a diverse range of garden styles and sizes.
Participants, from hosts to volunteers to guests, celebrate the opportunity to exchange ideas and inspiration.

Aware that a large garden can seem intimidating, Maureen cultivates a sense of warmth. She wants her guests to feel
comfortable enough to enjoy, learn, and gather ideas to take home. She encourages other Open Days hosts to find simple
ways to make the experience more meaningful, and to include children in the mix.
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At the Gardens at Clock Barn, a scavenger hunt invites
families to search for specific sculptures, plants, and
elements of the garden. A fairy garden is just one of the
highlights designed for small visitors. Kitchen demonstrations
offer a taste of the garden, with recipes to take home. A swing
beneath an oak tree lifts the spirits of both young and old.

History is on display in the barn, where drying racks hold
flowers and herbs harvested from the gardens. In 1939,
digitalis leaves, used medicinally for the heart, were dried
there for a WPA project for the war effort. Special exhibits
explore garden themes, such as “The Language of Flowers.”
For their Open Day this year, they organized pop-up
displays throughout the property celebrating violets, in

all their splendor.

The garden has evolved with the times. The Ruettgers have
introduced a no-till approach, water-wise practices, and
compost made on the property. The small chicken coop has

inspired others to raise chickens and enjoy home-raised eggs.

Guests are invited to enjoy the tastes, sounds, and scents of
the garden, along with its beauty.

For elderly guests, Maureen notices the power of fragrance
in bringing back memories. She recalls seeing an 85-year-old
visitor, who was living with severe dementia, immediately
recognize a flower as she took in the fragrance: a carnation.

Young visitors, with a little guidance from the hosts, have
used a bird app to identify the birdsong they heard in the
garden. They named as many as 20 different birds there and
then became inspired to use the app in their own backyards.

The Gardens of Clock Barn also brings neighboring
organizations into the celebration of an Open Day—from
the nearby ice-cream shop to the local CSA. The Ruettgers
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The Ruettgers introduced the Garden Conservancy to Gaining Ground, a nonprofit organic farm in Concord, MA.

introduced the Garden Conservancy to Gaining Ground, a
nonprofit organic farm that grows vegetables and fruit with
help from volunteers and donates the fresh food to meal
programs and food pantries. The farm received a Garden
Futures Grant from the Garden Conservancy in 2023.
Open Days admissions help raise money to support our
Garden Futures Grants program.

The many gifts arising from gardens—their ability to heal,
connect, and nourish—were proving themselves anew to
Maureen as she prepared for another season.

“I have hope in gardens and public parks right now,” she said,
noting the people seem to need these “oases of quiet.”

In 2025, Mike and Maureen Ruettgers were among those
honored with the Anne and Frank Cabot Award. The Cabot
Award honors garden hosts and ambassadors who have been
integral to the success of the Open Days program and those
whose support has significantly enabled the Garden Conservancy
to expand its educational and preservation efforts.
